1. Nobody under the age of 18 years should be allowed to operate 
Machinery or tools unless suitably trained & then only when under 
constant Supervision.

1. Specific Risk assesment WPRA 06  (Use of lifting equipment 
)to be followed when using any additional lifting equipment in 
conjunction with the crane.
2. Pre op check to be carried out on all lifting equipment before 
use. Slings and shackles , lifting beams etc. 
3. Care must be taken when fitting the load back rests and forks, 
to avoid trapping points when assembling. Refer to SWP-13 
manual Handling and SWP-32 PPE.
